Bay Back When...
by Sam Milliken

Lu Januska Petto (1949) provided the following
regarding her brother, Les who ran the last •traplineŽ in
Bay Village.  Les would have graduated in 1945 but left
school early to serve his country in the US Navy.  He
served from 1944 to 1946, ending his navy enlistment on
the battleship North Dakota.

Les returned to Bay after the war, and with Bob
Pointer became the first fulltime firemen for Bay Village.
This was at the time when both the Police and Fire
Department shared the basement area under the old
Cahoon barn (The Community House).

Now, everyone who knew Les will attest to the fact
that he was a caring, volunteering person who always had
a smile.  I never saw him lose his temper.  He had a
wonderful sense of  humor, was always •laid backŽ and
proved to be a good husband to Janice Duperow (1948)
and father to Sandy (1966), Bob (1968) and Sue (1973).

Les was a true hunter, fisherman and trapper.  He
loved the outdoors and as early as 12 years of  age, ran a
trapline along Porter Creek which ran behind where
Westerly School is now situated, under Bassett Road, then
Wolf  Road, through Huntington Park to Lake Erie.  He
would trap muskrat, tending his traps before dawn each
morning.  He would skin, dry and sell the pelts to a catalog
company for $3.50 each.  This was quite an enterprise for
a 12 year old!

In the 1930s and 1940s, the Meilander Farm, owned
by Carl, Victor and Walter Meilander, was situated west of
Bassett and south of  Wolf.  They raised turkeys and sold
them for Christmas and Thanksgiving holiday dinners.
Porter Creek ran through their farm, and Les had their
permission to trap the creek.  Further, everyone in that
area knew Les and his endeavor and where he had his
traps.

One November morning before dawn, with flashlight
in hand, Les was checking his traps and as he came out of
the creek, he came across an abandoned car parked in the
Meilander fields.  He was familiar with most cars in the
area and did not know this car.  He was sure it didn•t
belong there.  No one was around, and Les thought he•d
better get home and not investigate.  Later that day, Chief
of  Police John Eaton called the frightened Les out of
class to ask him about the car.  It seems that Les had
interrupted •turkey rustlersŽ.  The Meilanders had found
the car that morning with its rear seat removed and the
back filled with turkeys with their legs bound.  The chief
surmised that Les had interrupted the rustlers when they
saw his flashlight that morning.  Les had saved a lot of
holiday dinners for Bay Villagers just by tending his traps!

When Les was a fireman, he, together with his
brother-in-laws Bob, Ben (1944) and Jerry Duperow
(1952), his son Bob Januska (1968), Bob Lee (1943) and

others formed the Bay Hunt Club.  They converted an old
Bay school bus into a camper and equipped it with six cots,
a stove, refrigerator and a wall furnace.  For years they
hunted in Pennsylvania and Michigan.  When they returned
from a successful hunt, Larry Barth, the local butcher and
meat market owner would assist them in the butchering of
deer.

Les retired in 1981 and moved to Florida, where he
still resides in Melbourne.  His wife Janice passed away in
1993.  To this day, everyday he can, Les still fishes, shrimps
and clams, weather permitting.

Last month, we inadvertently omitted the tail end of  Sam’s

The average total amount contributed for those alumni who
make one or more contributions has climbed from $73.47
for the decade to $148.56 for the period since January 2003.

We really value the support that has been shown, and
we have been doing our part to reduce our expenses.  The
mailing of  the newsletter three times each year is our most
significant expense, and we have worked hard to reduce the
cost for each mailing by more than $1,000!
